FACT SHEET ON THE NEW SECURITY FEATURES

OF HK$1,000 BANKNOTE FROM HSBC
New security features

1. Holographic windowed thread

· A shiny metal thread, 3 mm wide, is woven into the paper.

· Holographic images of the bauhinia flower and ‘1000’ appear on the thread.

· When the thread is held against the light, ‘HK1000’ and the bauhinia flower appear in clear text.

2. Highlight watermark

· A very bright watermark, showing the number ‘1000’ when the note is held against the light.

3. Embedded fluorescent fibres

· Red, blue and green fibres randomly embedded in the paper show up under ultraviolet light.

Existing security features that have been altered

1.
Security thread: looking at the note from the front, the security metal thread has been moved to the left.  The security metal thread is visible on both sides.

Fluorescent denomination blocks: the number of denomination blocks, which are visible under ultraviolet light, has been reduced from four to two. 

Existing security features that are unchanged

1. Intaglio printing: giving an embossed feel.
2. Asymmetrical serial number: printed both horizontally and vertically.
3. Concealed denomination: visible when the note is tilted. 

4. Watermark of lion’s head: can be viewed against the light on both sides.
5. See-through patterns: exactly aligned on both sides.
Size

The size of the new note is exactly the same as the existing note, at 82 mm x 163 mm.
